Strategic Direction

· Four different approached were identified:
· Follow the Canadian approach

· Integrate applicable IEC and API standards into one document

· Adopt an already existing standard such as DNV or GL

· Adopt IEC and add a wrapper addressing US conditions
The way forward will be discussed and defined during the May 27th meeting.

· The ultimate goal of IEC 61400 is to provide a global standard.  There is a maintenance team under development that will address regional issues such as hurricane type winds.  The Offshore group should be involved in this process.

· MMS will not write any standards but may incorporate AWEA standards, with or without edits, in their future prescriptive regulations.

· ANSI standards can also be used to fill any gaps due to the ANSI accreditation of AWEA to develop wind standards.
· For the group to move forward, the team members should indicate their level of commitment and area of expertise.

Performance vs. Prescriptive Rules

· The requirements of the goals that are to be met should be clear in the document we are developing.  The procedures to get there can be more flexible
· It is important not to be too prescriptive since this is an evolving technology and we do not want to limit the development of new technologies by being to prescriptive.

· The electrical group will not include anything related to offshore in their document.  The offshore group will have to address any specific offshore electrical issues.
